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Treatment of hyperthyroidism, thyrotoxic crisis.

VIR

Oral:

-Initial: 300-450 mg/day in divided doses every 8 hours (severe
hyperthyroidism may require 600-1200 mg/day),

- maintenance 100-150 mg/day in divided doses every 8-12 hours.

AT ING Inhibits synthesis of thyroid hormone by blocking oxidation of iodine in thyroid
gland; blocks synthesis of T4 and T3
ndsvaunans Absorption: 75%

Duration: 12-24 hr

Half-life elimination: 1-2 hr, increase in ESRD

Vd: 0.4 L/kg

Excretion: Urine (35%)
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-Cardiovascular: ANCA-positive vasculitis, cutaneous vasculitis, edema,
leukocytoclastic vasculitis

- Central nervous system: Dizziness, drowsiness, drug fever, fever, headache,
neuritis, vertigo

- Dermatologic: Alopecia, erythema nodosum, exfoliative dermatitis, pruritus,
skin rash, urticaria

- Endocrine & metabolic: Goiter, swollen salivary glands, weight gain

- Gastrointestinal: Constipation, loss of taste perception, nausea, stomach pain,
vomiting

- Hematologic: Agranulocytosis, aplastic anemia, bleeding, leukopenia,
thrombocytopenia

- Hepatic: Cholestatic jaundice, hepatitis

- Neuromuscular & skeletal: Arthralgia, paresthesia

- Renal: Acute renal failure, glomerulonephritis, nephritis
